TEXT AND TOPICS

The text for the course is Calculus: Concepts and Contexts, Single Variable, 2nd ed., by James Stewart.  This yearlong course covers one semester of college level calculus and will prepare you to do well on the AP exam given in the spring.  The topics we will cover include limits and derivatives, differentiation rules or “shortcuts”, applications of differentiation, integrals and applications of integration.  These topics are fancy ways of saying we will be studying rates of change.      

SUPPLIES

You need to have your own graphing calculator.  The Math Department recommends the Texas Instruments Ti-83 Plus or Ti-84 Plus.  You will need to bring your graphing calculator, your text, a supply of graphing and notepaper, and a pencil daily.
