Change of ACPLC Meeting location

Jon is no longer able to host ACPLC meetings at the East Bay Community Law Center. Lawrence offered to host meetings at his business, Metro Lighting, 2240 San Pablo Ave. All present voted in favor of holding future ACPLC meetings at Metro Lighting.

Building Diverse Leadership

A number of key positions on the ACAC will soon be vacant and we still have a number of unfilled positions on the ACPLC. As a result, we plan to place renewed emphasis on recruiting diverse parents who are interested in being elected to the ACAC this spring or in joining the ACPLC. The group decided that leadership opportunities will be a major focus at our next ACPLC meeting (March 18) and at our next community building event in April. We will promote these meetings widely and will do extensive community outreach especially to the Hispanic community.

Community Building Event
All members voted to hold another community building event on either April 10 or April 17. Carla Reimer recommended not holding a meeting on the 1st Saturday of the month which is when PCAD meets.  Gregory offered to investigate the availability of meeting rooms at local libraries or at the South Berkeley Senior Center. Gregory will report back, and a date will be set at our next ACAC meeting.
Teacher Representation on ACAC

We need to recruit four AC teachers to serve on the ACAC. We will discuss this topic with Amanda Green at the next ACAC meeting. Can ACAC help with this?
Student Representation on ACAC and Student Elections
We need to recruit five AC students to serve on the ACAC. Roia’s daughter Aisha has created a  Facebook page “Students of Academic Choice”  to help inform students of this opportunity. There is also an existing AC Mentor Facebook page that can be used to get the word out. As a next step, Aisha will talk with Amanda Green to get her help in setting up a lunchtime meeting to recruit kids (pizza to be provided by AC). Aisha also created a flier that will be distributed to interested students. Also, we need to solicit the help of AC teachers to encourage students to serve. Many thanks to Aisha for all her efforts!!!
It was suggested that one way to generate more excitement among students is to hold an election. The group was in favor of this idea and would like to hold these elections at the same time as the  SGC student elections are held if possible (with a separate ballot for the ACAC student reps). Margit will find out when the SGC elections will be held. This subject will be discussed at the next ACAC meeting. 
March 2 Meeting for parents of 9-11 grade students– “AC Redesign and Course Update”
The group expressed concern about the short notice given to parents re: the Tuesday, March 2 meeting to discuss program redesign at AC for the 2010-2011 academic year. The group discussed various ideas about how to get the word out quickly to parents and ensure maximum attendance. 
The group would like to request that our lead teachers create a document that outlines major changes to the AC program that will be instituted next year, including information about advisory, bell schedule, new course offerings, and other changes in the AC schedule or program content that parents need to be aware of.  This information could be distributed at the meeting, sent out on the AC etree, and posted on the AC website. 
Roia offered to take notes at the March 2 meeting to document proceedings and provide an update to parents who cannot attend.
Meeting with Principal Slemp

All members expressed interest in meeting with Jim Slemp to update him about the progress we have made in expanding diversity on the ACAC and ACPLC, and to have an opportunity to ask questions about changes proposed for next year and how they will affect AC. In particular, we want to be sure that AC is give an equitable share of resources and that our enrollment is brought into parity with BIHS. Jon Marley will contact Slemp’s office to schedule a meeting.

Budget Update 
A year-to-date budget was distributed. Roia reported that AC has earned $12,000 more than projected from parent donations.
Kate reported that we applied to BHSDG for funding for our mobile lab, and a decision is pending. Kate will give an update on this at the next ACAC meeting.
The group voted to allocate $12000 in additional funds to the staff development line item. However, by moving the money to this line, the ACPLC is not authorizing use of the funds. In order to make an informed decision about allocation of staff development funds, the ACPLC requests that lead teachers create a comprehensive staff development plan that supports the AC redesign plan for 2010/2011. The ACPLC wishes to review this plan before voting to approve funds for staff development.
