Budget-Roia Ferrazares
The following budget expenditures for the current year were discussed and unanimously approved.
AC administration: $3000. Supplies, postage, photocopies.
Staff Development

AP training: $8400. A new proposal by lead teachers is to have all 11th graders take 1 AP class, either English or History. Preparation provided in 9th and 10th grade. We propose to write grant to BHSDG for $4200 for half the cost of AP training. Karen Meryash to talk with Kim Boston re: lobbying BHSDG for funds. Need info about how BIHS has funded their teacher development. 
Teacher retreat/appreciation: Food for teacher retreats, parent-teacher events, teacher appreciation event. $1000.

Events: Set aside $2500. To cover the following events: 9th/10th Potluck $800, Fall general meeting $300, What’s Up w/ College  $300, Spring general meeting $300. Possible spring potluck --? All events include facilities costs. Question: Are we entitled to any meetings that we don’t have to pay facilities costs for?

Classroom support: $4000. To cover field trips, books, prep test books. A granting process and requirements to be determined by ACPLC.
Social living: $3000. Teacher to be paid monthly stipend of $300.

Readers/tutors: $4200

$2200 for Cal readers for history research project (9th/10th grades)

$2000 Writing tutor for learning center
At risk emergency student support: $2000 (general emergency funds)

A total budget of $28,100 was approved.
Roia will produce a revised 2009-2010 budget.

Note: The ACPLC made a decision not to fund a stipend for Doug Powers to provide assistance to Brian Crowley’s AP Econ class this year. The committee would prefer to fund AP training and other professional development programs.
