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This class is an introductory course to Microeconomics and Macroeconomics. Economics is the study of the allocation of limited resources to satisfy unlimited wants. In this course, students will learn to graph and manipulate theoretical economic models, apply these models to the real world; examine various economic philosophical perspectives and schools of thought; and immerse themselves in the economic way of thinking in order to understand and critique public policy and real world economic decision making, as well as their own actions as individuals.

Quizzes on the material for which you are responsible may occur at any time. You will be given advanced notice for tests. 
Excused absences on test days will result in you making up the test at my convenience. You will get a zero on your exam if your absence is unexcused. If you are out due to an excused absence, you must turn in your missing homework the very next class in order to receive full credit. All other late work will lose 20% of its grade for each day late.  If you are absent, write “absent” and the date in classwork section, leave enough space in your classwork section to make up missing work, and complete missing work for the next class. This includes Warm Ups.

Unexcused absences cost you 1% off your semester grade. A tardy of under 5 minutes late to class counts as 1/3 of an unexcused absence (1/3% off semester grade). If a student is between 5 and 20 minutes late, it counts as two tardies.  If you are more than twenty minutes late, it counts as an unexcused absence, and you lose the full 1% off your semester grade. A tardy is excused by a legitimate note from a staff member.
With regard to the “Class Work” and “Class Participation/Citizenship” grades, to participate and receive credit you must be present in class. Class work missed due to excused absence must be made up.

Binders

I require you to have a separate binder for this class. I recommend a one-inch binder. Make sure your name, the subject, and your class period are clearly marked on the front of your binder.  Use binder dividers to divide your binder into the following sections: Class Notes, Homework, Class Work. Warm Ups go in your Class Work section. Place these sections in your binder in the order listed above. Keep all work in chronological order in your binder sections. All work is to be placed in the relevant section of your binder in chronological order, from oldest to newest. Binders and student work not up to these specifications will not receive full credit.
