Student Expectations: 

· Come to class prepared and on time.
· Be respectful to self, others, and property.

· Complete all class work and homework on time.

· Follow science safety guidelines.

· Participate in class discussions. 

· One-Mic Rule --- one person speaking at a time (added from class discussion).

Teacher Expectations:

· Provide a learning environment where all students feel safe, supported, and encouraged. 
· Be available to answer questions and provide additional resources that may help further enhance your learning. 

· Be patient, kind, and understanding of student needs. 

Textbook:  Fundamentals of Anatomy & Physiology, Martini, F., Welch, K., Prentice Hall

Required Materials:  
1. 3-ring binder with dividers (sections should be labeled Daily Writings, Notes, Labs, Homework, and Tests/Quizzes)
2. Binder paper
3. Pencils, pens (Blue/Black ink only)

4. Colored pencils, crayons OR markers (at least 8 different colors)
Class work/Homework:

Students must write down the agenda and homework on their Daily Writing sheets. Turn in your assignments on time. No late work will be accepted! You will be given two “Day of Grace” passes per quarter. You may use ONE “Day of Grace” pass per assignment to turn it in ONE day late.  Use them, because they are NOT worth any extra credit points at the end of the semester.  These are NOT get out of homework free passes!  You still have to do the assignment.

You will receive one copy of each handout given in class.  You will not get a new handout if you lose your old handout. If you have lost a handout, it is your responsibility to either photocopy a friend’s handout, or neatly complete your work on a blank sheet of binder paper.

What if I’m absent?
At the beginning of the year you will write down the phone number and email address of at least two students from class and they will be your “Study Buddies”. When you are absent, contact one of your study buddies to find out what you missed in class. When you come back to school, come early to class to pick up the work you missed from Ms. Gonzalez.  You can find copies of handouts in the absent folder. If you have any questions, ask 
Ms. Gonzalez for help before or after class (not during class time). Make an appointment with Ms. Gonzalez the day you come back to make up any missed labs, quizzes or tests. If you know of an upcoming absence ahead of time (for example, if you know you will be missing class due to sports or other extracurricular activities) please come talk to Ms. Gonzalez to make arrangements in advance.

Tests/Quizzes:

You will be given at least one week to prepare for a test.  You will be given at least one day to prepare for a quiz. Your lowest quiz will be dropped at the end of the semester. 

Labs:

You must be present to complete each lab and to record your own data.  Your attendance in lab is very important!  If you are absent for you assigned lab period, talk to Ms. Gonzalez to see if there is a possibility of a make up lab that week.  (Labs are dismantled each week, so there is no possibility of making a missed lab up later in the semester).  If you are not present in class to do the lab yourself, discuss with Ms. Gonzalez what you have to do to make up the points. 
Attendance/Tardy Policy

You are expected to come to class every day, and sit in your assigned seat before the bell rings.  If you are not in the room when the bell rings, you are tardy.  
As per school policy, if you accumulate 5 unexcused absences, your grade will be lowered by one full letter grade.  If you accumulate 10 unexcused absences, your grade will be lowered by two full letter grades.  Three tardies are the equivalent of one unexcused absence.

Bathroom passes:  You have two emergency bathroom passes for the quarter.  Once both of these passes are used, you may not leave class to use the restroom for the rest of the quarter.  Each unused bathroom passes are worth 5 points of extra credit at the end of the quarter.  

Participation/Behavior Expectations:

Your participation grade will be based on your contributions to class discussions, answering questions when called on, and your efforts on the daily starter questions. You will receive points every day towards your participation grade for attending class and participating.

A student will be assessed a warning for any behavioral infraction.  Repeated offenses may receive the following:  different seat assignment, loss of participation points, student-teacher conference, phone call home, parent-teacher-counselor-student conference, and/or referral.

Remember that electronic devices are not to be used, nor visible while you are inside classrooms as per school policy.  Cell phones are to be silent, and out of sight.  If you are using a cell phone during class, it will be confiscated and turned into the office for pick up after school by a parent or guardian.

Academic Honesty:

Any infractions related to academic honesty will follow the course of action outlined by Berkeley High School's Honor Code. No cheating..it’s not worth it!

Grading:
Your grade will be determined by calculating the percentages you achieve on all assigned work (class work/homework, quizzes/tests, labs/projects, and participation). 

Participation = 10%

Class work/Homework = 30%

Labs/Projects: = 30%

Tests/Quizzes = 30%

The percentages you receive in these categories will be added up and you will receive a final grade based on the following breakdown:
